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Spectacular Program Highlights of the 20th World Congress on Dental Traumatology

The 20th World Congress on Dental Traumatology (WCDT) was held in San Diego, 

California (USA) from August 15-18, 2018. The four-day program was the most ambitious 

and comprehensive program ever presented at a World Congress. Partnering with the 

American Association of Endodontists (AAE), the IADT presented an astoundingly wide array 

of educational opportunities for the almost 600 attendees. The fi rst day of the conference 

featured six workshops, attended by more than 250 dental professionals, on topics ranging 

from implementing CBCT technology in the diagnosis of dental trauma to executing a thorough 

physical and psychological exam of patients who had incurred head and neck trauma. 

The next three days of the congress featured 15 keynote speakers and 27 invited speakers in 

concurrent sessions, representing 13 different countries on 5 continents. In addition, four research 

(3) and case report (1) sessions provided current information on a wide variety of dental trauma 

investigations and patient treatment and diagnostic strategies. A poster session featured 76 different 

presentations by clinicians and researchers from around the world on trauma research, epidemiology, 

treatment and diagnostic approaches, and a host of other topics. A sold-out Lunch and Learn session 

featured 22 dental trauma experts from around the world holding highly interactive educational 

sessions for small groups of 10 clinicians each on a wide variety of dental trauma topics. 

Notably, more than 120 full-time educators attended the Congress. Recognizing the potential 

for a large attendance of educators, the Congress offered an Educators Forum, organized by 

Dr. Leif Bakland (Loma Linda University). The Forum featured four dental trauma educators 

who provided surprising insights and creative strategies for dental trauma education in different 

environments. Discussion ranged from innovative learning strategies for predoctoral dental 

students to educating elite athletes on protecting the dentition and other oral structures during 

high intensity sports at the university and professional levels.

A highlight of the congress was the presentation of the Jens O. Andreasen Lifetime Achievement 

Award in Dental Traumatology to Dr. Mitsuhiro Tsukiboshi, DDS, PhD, of Aichi, Japan. The 

Lifetime Achievement Award is the highest award that can be conferred on a member by the 

IADT.  It is given only occasionally to a distinguished IADT member who, during their lifetime, 

has made exceptional contributions in dental traumatology in research, traumatology education, 

and organizational leadership. Dr. Tsukiboshi, recognized as the world’s authority on tooth 

autotransplantation, a high-profi le author and a highly respected leader in Japanese trauma 

organizations and the IADT, epitomized the long-term contributions embodied in the award criteria.

3- Report of the World Congress in DT in San Diego 
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For many, the Congress provided a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to meet, be photographed with 
and listen to the father of modern dental traumatology, Dr. Jens Ove Andreasen. Dr. Andreasen’s 
closing remarks presented a captivating allegorical story of a fi broblast cell that suffered the lethal 
harshness of exposure to an unfriendly and unforgiving world after tooth avulsion. At the end, 
the standing room only audience in the plenary hall stood as one to show their appreciation and 
respect for the person most responsible for the prominent position dental traumatology has in the 
dental and allied professions worldwide.

Finally, in addition to the robust scientifi c program, conference attendees enjoyed several 
receptions and a spectacular gala dinner aboard the newly commissioned California Spirit 
chartered yacht as it plied the waters of San Diego Bay on a sunset cruise. 

Thanks to the tireless work of the Co-chairs of the Scientifi c Program Committee, Drs. Liran Levin 
(University of Alberta, Canada) and Roberta Pileggi (University of Florida, USA), along with their 
committee members, the 20th World Congress on Dental Traumatology was a huge success in 
providing attendees with an unprecedented educational experience in dental trauma. It also gave 
attendees the opportunity to see and hear fi rst hand almost all the experts in dental traumatology 
from around the globe.
