Aires (FOUBA), Argentina.

Dr. Sebelli was awarded for her research entitled “Traumatic dental injuries” made within the Department
of Dentistry for Children of the University of Buenos Aires. Dr. Sebelli and her colleagues’study aimed

to determine the prevalence of dental trauma and compare the differences in primary and permanent
dentition injury types in patients seeking unscheduled care. The studied sample showed 13.5%
prevalence, with no differences regarding the type of injury between both dentitions.

Dr. Sebelli received her award during the XVIIl Congreso de Odontopediatria ALOP and XXV Congreso
Internacional ACOP, held in Santa Marta, Colombia.
